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Electricity Supply Monitoring Initiative (ESMI) is a program being implemented by Prayas (Energy
Group). It aims to improve transparency and provide evidence based feedback about the quality of
electricity supply. Under ESMI, specially designed, mobile data enabled monitors are being deployed
at each location and supply quality data is published daily at watchyourpower.org. ESMI was selected
as a finalist for Google Impact Challenge, India, 2013, given to NGOs using technology for social
impact. It was launched in March 2015 and currently covers over 55 districts across India.

This report presents a summary analysis of supply quality data from 156 locations (43 Rural and 113
Urban) for June 2019. This analysis covers three main parameters of supply quality:

i) no supply hours, ii) number of interruptions, and, iii) evening hours of supply. The analysis is carried
out for mega cities, other cities and rural areas. See notes at the end for more details and explanation.
